1. The Notice convening the meeting was read out.
2. The Minutes. There were no Minutes to read out.
3. The Council’s Statement of Accounts for the year to 31st March 2022 were passed round and approved. It was noted that there had been more expenditure than precept due to employing a Parish Clerk, and reserves accumulated from previous years were used to deal with this.
